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Present continuous

Formacion del "'present continuous™

El "present continuous™ de cualquier verbo se compone de dos partes: el presente del verbo
to be + el "present participle” del verbo principal.

(Para formar el "present participle": raiz+ing, e.g. talking, playing, moving, smiling)

Afirmativa

Sujeto +to be + raiz + ing
She is talking.
Negativa

Sujeto +tobe +not + raiz +ing

She is not (isn't)  talking

Interrogativa

tobe  +sujeto +raiz + ing



Is she talking?

Ejemplos: TO GO, "present continuous"*

Afirmativa Negativa Interrogativa
I am going | am not going Am | going?
You are going You aren't going. Are you going?

He, she, it is going He, she, it isn't going Is he, she, it going?
We are going We aren't going Are we going?
You are going You aren't going Are you going?

They are going They aren't going Are they going?

Nota: contracciones de las formas negativas: I'm not going, you're not going, he's not going
etc.

Funciones del ""present continuous""
Como ocurre con todos los tiempos verbales del inglés, la actitud del hablante es tan

importante como el momento en que ocurre la accion o el evento. Al emplear el "present
continuous", nos estamos refiriendo a algo que no ha terminado o esta incompleto

El ""present continuous™ se utiliza:

e para describir una accion que esta teniendo lugar en este momento: You are
using the Internet. You are studying English grammar.



o para describir una tendencia o una accion que esta sucediendo en la actualidad: Are
you still working for the same company? More and more people are
becoming vegetarian.

o paradescribir una accion o evento futuros que ya estan programados: We're
going on holiday tomorrow. I'm meeting my boyfriend tonight. Are they
visiting you next winter?

e para describir una situacion o evento temporales: He usually plays the drums,
but he's playing bass guitar tonight. The weather forecast was good, but it's
raining at the moment.

« con "always, forever, constantly", para describir y enfatizar una sucesion de
acciones repetidas: Harry and Sally are always arguing! You're constantly
complaining about your mother-in-law!

Las negaciones en el presente continuo o presente progresivo (present continuous tense) se forma
escribiendo not después del verbo to be. Las contracciones son comunes:

You aren’t (You are not)
He isn’t (He is not)

She isn’t (She is not)
Itisn’t (Itis not)

We aren’t (We are not)

They aren’t (They are not)



Ejemplos sin contracciones:

She is not reading the newspaper in the living room. (Ella no estd leyendo el periddico en la sala)
You are not working very hard. (TuU no estas trabajando muy duro)

They are not playing in the park. (Ellos no estan jugando en el parque)

She is not doing the work of two people. (Ella no esta haciendo el trabajo de dos personas)

He is not speaking German. (El no esta hablando aleman)

The plane is not leaving the airport. (El avidn no estd saliendo del aeropuerto)

He is not playing in the park. (El no estd jugando en el parque)

They are not selling books there. (Ellos no estan vendiendo libros alli)

They are not playing chess. (Ellos no estan jugando ajedrez)

The boy is not crying because his toy is broken. (El nifio no esta llorando porque su juguete estd
roto)

The telephone is not ringing. (El teléfono no esta sonando)
Someone is not knocking the door. (Alguien no esta tocando la puerta)
